Vietnam and Australia’s partnership in logistics training

Human resource development is identified as one of the three strategic breakthroughs in
Vietnam's socio-economic development strategy for 2021 - 2030. Australia, through Aus4Skills, is
supporting Vietnam to upskill its human resources to contribute to inclusive socio-economic

growth and achieve long term development.

In vocational education and training (VET), Australia and Vietnam are working together to
strengthen Vietnam'’s logistics training in response to the Government of Vietnam’s desire to
increase Vietnam'’s productivity and competitiveness, and to meet the sector’s workforce
demand, especially in the era of digitalisation.

Aus4Skills project “Promoting Logistics Industry Linkages to Vocational Education and Training in
Vietnam” (2017 — 2025) aims to contribute to VET policy refinement through the application of a
sustainable and replicable, high quality, inclusive, industry-led skills development model that
equips VET graduates with the competencies for working in the logistics and allied sectors. The
successful demonstration of industry-led training in logistics provides a transferable model for

other sectors, building stronger workforce skills across Vietnam.

On the 50th anniversary of the Vietnam-Australia diplomatic relations and Vietnam Labour Skills
Day (October 4th), the Directorate of Vocational Education and Training and the Australian

Forum. The Forum focuses on VET logistics, industry — VET engagement, inclusion and

digitalisation.
